How to Use the Look Out Program

Step One
amilies queue and display their family name
tags on the visor. (Drivers do not leave their
vehicle).

(If your children are not waiting, you will be
asked fo move on and join the end of the queue.
Tt is suggested you do not arrive at the loading
zone prior to school finishing and it is likely you
will be asked to move).

Stay in car, a monitor in the school grounds
will send out your children

Step Four
faok Out for your children. The caller
confirms with children that this is the family
vehicle.

Step Five
oad and leave safely after your children

have arrived. Do not let children load school
bags into the boot of the vehicle if it is unsafe
and please ensure the children enter the vehi-
cle from the footpath side.

Step Six '

ext vehicles in queue move to the front

bays. Process begins again.

Please note: the queue in Primrose Street
stops at the corner of Primrose and Thomas
Streets. DO NOT queue around the corner as
this causes congestion in Thomas Streeft.

Remember
The loading zone is a two minute zone by law. If your children are not able to be

loaded within the two minutes, the law requires that you move on. Every effort will

be made to locate your children and avoid the need for you o move on without pick-

ing them up. When your children are not at the loading zone prior to you, you will

be asked to move on and join the end of the queue. We understand that this is in-

convenience however keeping the line moving provides a benefit to all parents.
"Please be courteous and patient”.

Have you arrived to early at the loading zone? Do your children know to come
straight to the loading zone ?
